Those who 
want to recognize and manage the need for change need a holistic perspective that does not end 
with strategies or structures, but also takes into account all the people in organizations – not least 
themselves.  
  
Objectives The participants have increased their change skills in terms of openness to 

change, problem-solving ability, and organizational ability: 

• You can deal with demanding, complex change situations more confi-
dently by knowing and applying appropriate procedures, principles, 
and tools 

• You recognize and make more targeted use of the scope for action in 
change processes 

• You can better reflect on and manage yourself in stressful change sit-
uations 
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• You can exert a more targeted influence on the change process by in-
volving and winning over other and, in particular, important stakehold-
ers/groups in the process
